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CHAPTER I – PRESENTATION

Article 1. Organizer
The team competition “24 HOURS ROLLERS” is organized by “La Tribu Rollers”, a non-profit association under the French 1901 law, affiliated with the French Roller & Skateboard Federation. The association’s headquarters are located at Maison des Syndicats et des Associations, 40 rue Saint-André, 72000 Le Mans.
Article 2. Type of event
These are roller skating relay competitions of 24 hours, 12 hours and 6 hours, in teams of 1 to 12 skaters depending on the categories.
Article 3. Objective
To cover the greatest possible distance in 24, 12 or 6 hours on roller skates, taking turns (except in the solo category), or simply to finish and become a “FINISHER” of this challenge among friends, colleagues, or club members.
Article 4. Venue
On the prestigious BUGATTI CIRCUIT of the 24 Hours of Le Mans, measuring 4.185 kilometers.
Article 5. Date and schedule
The event will take place on July 11 and 12, 2026.
· 24h: START Saturday 4:00 PM – FINISH Sunday 4:00 PM.
· 12h (2 x 6h):
· START 1: Saturday 4:00 PM – FINISH Saturday 10:00 PM
· START 2: Sunday 10:00 AM – FINISH Sunday 4:00 PM
· 6h: START Saturday 4:00 PM – FINISH Saturday 10:00 PM
This document defines:
· The sporting regulations of the 24 HOURS ROLLERS of Le Mans
· The general terms of sale applicable to any registration with the organizer
The organization may revise and update the general terms of sale and regulations at any time; participants are invited to consult them regularly.
All modifications will apply immediately upon publication of a revised version on the event website www.24rollers.com.
In case of major changes to the terms or regulations, team captains will be notified by email.
Registration constitutes acceptance of these regulations, participation conditions, and registration conditions. Any competitor acknowledges having read and accepted all clauses, under penalty of disqualification.
Beyond providing a valid medical certificate and/or license, each person is responsible for ensuring they are fit to participate in the race they registered for.



CHAPTER II – CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION

Article 1. Commitment
Any registration is firm and final. It implies full acceptance of these regulations.

Article 2. Access to the competition
The competition is open to any person, licensed or not, of French or foreign nationality, provided that the registration procedures are respected (see Chapter IV).
Any participant licensed with the FFRS must provide:
· A copy of the competition license;
· For leisure or management licenses:
· A medical certificate of no contraindication to the practice of sport in competition dated less than one year before the event;
· The health questionnaire attestation is not valid.
For non-licensed participants:
· A medical certificate of no contraindication to the practice of sport in competition dated less than one year before the event;
· The health questionnaire is not valid.
The participant completes all required information on the registration form and assumes responsibility for the accuracy of the information provided.
The registration form makes it possible to identify licensed and non-licensed participants in order to distinguish the consequences in terms of medical certificate and insurance.
Health protocol
To ensure the sanitary safety of participants, a health protocol may be implemented.
To take part in the event, the participant must strictly comply with this protocol and acknowledges that the organization may refuse participation/access to — or exclude from — the event any participant who does not respect the measures imposed, without the organization’s liability being engaged.
The provisions of this protocol will be communicated to team captains by email.

Article 3. Authorized equipment
The means of movement must be exclusively quad skates or inline skates with a maximum of 5 wheels. The following criteria must be respected:
· Their length must not exceed 50 cm (wheels included);
· Skates must be firmly fixed and integral with the shoes;
· Axles must not protrude beyond the wheels or frames;
· Wheel diameter must not be:
· Greater than 100 mm for cadet categories and below;
· Greater than 125 mm for junior, senior, and veteran categories.

Article 4. Prohibited equipment
“Nordic skating” (with poles) and ski-rollers are not authorized.
For the LONGBOARD LDP category, the use of skateboard or longboard is subject to a specific regulation for that category.
The following are prohibited:
· Cameras or cameras mounted on a pole;
· Handheld cameras;
· Use of a personal drone;
· Cameras not attached to the skater.

Article 5. Age of competitors
Age is determined based on year of birth and not the exact birth date, except when legal majority is required.
See Article 6 for specific rules concerning minors.
· From 13 years old (born in 2013 or earlier in 2026) for 6h or 12h events;
· From 14 years old (born in 2012 or earlier in 2026) for the “Découverte 24h” category;
· From 16 years old (born in 2010 or earlier in 2026) for the “Prestige 24h” category;
· From 18 years old (being legally an adult on the day of the event) for Solo, Duos, Enduro 24h, and Longboard 24h categories.

Article 6. Minors and specific rules
Minors are not allowed to skate between 10:00 PM and 8:00 AM. The date of birth is taken into account (they must have turned 18 on the Saturday of the race to skate at night).
The team captain must present a parental authorization for each minor in their team with the registration form. A specific “M” bib will be assigned to them, which they must wear permanently on the front.

Article 7. Team composition
24h events: each team must include at least two adults. The team captain must be an adult.
6h / 12h events: the team captain must be an adult, except in the “youth” categories.
The captain must be a member of the team.

Article 8. Participants’ level
Each participant must be able to control their skates, brake, and turn properly.
The referees reserve the right to stop any participant deemed dangerous to themselves or others (e.g., real beginners, very limited control, or dangerous behavior).

Article 9. Responsibility of participants
Competitors take part in the competition on their own initiative, under their sole and entire responsibility.
The organization declines any responsibility in case of accident or failure due to poor health, equipment failure, or individual technical deficiency.
The non-licensed participant is responsible for completing the health questionnaire, and their legal guardians are responsible for the attestation (if minor) or for providing the medical certificate (if adult or minor).
Each athlete participates under their own responsibility.
The participant is responsible for their equipment.
The organization declines any responsibility in case of accident or failure due to poor health or equipment or technical deficiency.

Article 10. Persons with disabilities – PARASPORT
Participants in handisport or adapted sport may compete in relay teams (and solo).
Necessary accommodations may be made and must be validated with the organization.
A specific “Para sport roller” ranking will be established for “Para-welcoming” teams including at least one person with a disability.
During registration, teams must tick the box “Para-welcoming team” and provide a medical certificate related to the disability.
Participation of persons in wheelchairs within a team is authorized, provided that they are pushed by roller skaters and that the wheelchair is equipped with a functional brake.

Article 11. Timing – electronic chips
· Each team has two electronic chips: one worn by the skating participant and one worn by the person waiting for the relay. After the relay, the finishing skater gives their chip to the next skater.
· The chip must be worn at the ankle (less than 50 cm from the ground). If a chip is lost, the timing unit will provide a new one as soon as possible (a fee of €100 will be charged per lost or damaged chip).
· Only one chip and one skater per team is allowed on track at any time.
· Each solo skater has one chip. If it is lost or damaged, laps not recorded will not be counted.
· Chips must be returned immediately after the end of the race at the bib collection point.

Article 12. Behavior on the track
· It is forbidden to receive assistance from other skaters to maintain or increase speed (e.g., holding another skater’s hand or pushing).
· Hand contact is allowed but without traction or propulsion.
· First offense: warning
· Second offense: 2-lap penalty
· Third offense: exclusion from the race
· U-turns on the circuit are forbidden.
· Cutting the circuit is forbidden.

Article 13. Relay – baton handover
· Relays take place exclusively in the pit straight in the “relay zone,” using a baton as in athletics.
· Teams are free to choose the order of skaters and the number of consecutive laps per skater.
· Each skater must carry the baton while skating; laps completed without it are not counted (not applicable to solo skaters).
For safety and fluidity, the pit straight is divided into two lanes:
· One lane (1/3 of the width) for skaters who do not stop;
· One lane (2/3 of the width) for skaters performing a relay.
Final relay – 24h / 12h
At 23h45 of racing (H-15 minutes), no further relay is allowed. One designated team member must complete the last 15 minutes alone.
During the final lap, accompanying the last skater is forbidden.



Article 14. Relay zone – reserved for skaters
This marked relay zone is strictly reserved for competitors wearing a fastened helmet and skates.
Coaches, spectators, or accompanying persons must remain behind the designated wall, under penalty of losing their pass and a 30-minute penalty for the team.

Article 15. Jury – referees and claims
The official jury is composed of a Chief Referee whose decisions are final.
He is assisted by race judges appointed by the French Roller & Skateboard Federation.
In case of dispute regarding sporting rules, only the race judges are authorized to rule.

Article 16. Qualifications and starts
The race starts precisely at 4:00 PM with a single team representative holding the baton.
The start follows the “24h motorcycle” tradition: athletes on one side of the track and skates on the other. At the lowering of the flag, competitors cross the track, put on their skates, and begin at least two laps.
Skaters are positioned according to their qualification results.
At 2:00 PM, each team or solo must present one member wearing a timing chip for a 300m qualification time trial. Absence results in starting at the back of the grid.
Solo competitors may start with skates already on, but must do so behind a designated line behind the last “classic” starter.
For the second 6h of the 12h race (Sunday 10:00 AM start, setup at 9:45 AM):
· The start is given outside the track after the relay zone;
· Skaters line up in three columns (men, women, youth) based on provisional rankings;
· A lead motorcycle precedes them for the first two laps; any team crossing the timing line before the motorcycle finishes two laps receives a one-lap penalty;
· Relays begin after two laps, with relayers waiting in a dedicated carpeted zone.

Article 17. Withdrawal – technical or physical problem on track
If a team member stops on track and cannot resume racing, the referees have 15 minutes to retrieve the chip and authorize the next relay.
If the relay starts before authorization, the team receives a 30-minute penalty.

Article 18. Outfits / helmet
· All team members must wear identical upper-body clothing (same T-shirt or top).
· Wearing a properly fastened helmet is mandatory on track, in the relay zone, and in warm-up areas at all times.
· Any person without a helmet on track is immediately disqualified and their team receives a 30-minute penalty.

Article 19. Bib numbers
The bib must be worn on the back, clearly visible, attached with at least four pins.
Judges may temporarily stop a skater whose bib is poorly positioned or unreadable.
Bib duplication or folding is forbidden.
Minor’s bibs must be worn on the front at all times.

Article 20. Solo coach
A specific “COACH” bib is provided for solo competitors. It must be worn visibly.
It grants access to the “Solo refueling” carpeted zone at the beginning of the relay straight.
Solo coaches and assistants must also purchase a “paddock access” wristband.

Article 21. Water supply
A water point is available before and after relays.
“Flying” refueling is no longer allowed on the circuit to limit plastic waste.
A 24/7 water fountain is installed in Box No. 30; upon presenting a bottle of up to 50 cl, volunteers will refill it free of charge.
This supply is for relay times only and does not replace personal hydration needs.
Team skaters may not receive refueling on track, but may carry a personal belt bottle.
Solo and Duo competitors may refuel in their designated area at the start of the finish straight.

Article 22. Modification / neutralization / cancellation
In case of force majeure, natural disaster, weather conditions, health crisis (e.g., pandemic), or any risk to safety, the organization may modify, postpone, stop, or cancel the event.
Cancellation related to COVID-19:
A refund of registration fees (excluding processing fees) will be proposed.
Cancellation unrelated to COVID-19:
A refund may be proposed depending on circumstances, excluding processing fees.
Neutralization or early termination refunds:
· Before race start: 100% refund (excluding fees)
· Before 6 hours: 75% refund
· Between 6 and 12 hours: 50% refund
· After 12 hours: no refund

Article 23. Race neutralization – sporting rules
Neutralization may be requested by the organizer, Chief Referee, or medical director.
During neutralization, skaters stop after crossing the finish line; the last completed lap is counted.
If crossing the line becomes impossible, rankings are based on the previous lap.
Only the Chief Referee may restart the race.
A 10-minute notice will be given before restart.
The first 20 teams are placed on the front line; others line up marathon-style behind.
If neutralization lasts less than 60 minutes, the race may be extended by the same duration to maintain a full 24 hours.

Article 24. Finish and rankings 24h/12h/6h
The winner is the team (or solo) that covers the greatest distance.
If tied on laps, the first to cross the finish line wins.
The final lap started before the official end time counts even if finished after.
Race ends:
· 6h: Saturday 10:00 PM
· 12h: Saturday 10:00 PM (first 6h) and Sunday 4:00 PM (second 6h)
· 24h: Sunday 4:00 PM (checkered flag waved)

Article 25. Awards ceremony
The top three teams of each category are called to the podium.
Teams must return their chips beforehand.
No prize is awarded to absent teams.
· 6h podiums: Saturday 10:30 PM
· 12h & 24h podiums: Sunday 4:30 PM
No podiums for categories with fewer than four registered teams.


Article 26. Roller Parade
All participants must take part in the traditional Roller Parade as warm-up and track familiarization.
Distance: approximately 2 x 4.1 km (1 or 2 laps).
First lap: moderate pace.
Second lap: faster pace.
The organization may exclude skaters whose level is insufficient.
The parade is open to non-participants (accompanying persons, public). Bicycles and scooters are allowed. No medical certificate is required. Minors must be accompanied. Helmet is mandatory.
Participants are encouraged to dress up; a best costume prize is awarded.


CHAPTER III – CATEGORIES AND FEES

Article 1. The registration package includes
· Access to the track of the prestigious 24 Hours of Le Mans Circuit;
· 1 “paddock access” wristband per competitor;
· Participation in the 24 Hours Rollers as a team over 24/12/6 hours according to the chosen race;
· Access to the rollers village and entertainment areas;
· A FINISHER medal at the end of the race;
· Race refreshments;
· Medical supervision: doctors, first aiders, physiotherapists, osteopaths, etc.;
· Access to boxes, showers and toilets;
· Electronic chip timing system (2 chips per team);
· A bib number in the name of your team;
· A relay baton (except for solos);
· Live ranking tracking on the website 24rollers.com;
· Insurance (see the insurance section of the regulations).

Article 2. The package does NOT include
· Access to the camping area (to be purchased on site or online at 24rollers.com) at €10 per person for the 3 nights;
· Additional “paddock access” track passes, which are issued on site or in advance online at 24rollers.com, at the info point, at the rate of €15 for both days and €5 for Sunday (free for children under 12).

Article 3. Categories
A specific “Para sport roller” ranking grouping all the categories listed below, without distinction, will be established for “Para-welcoming” teams including at least one person with a disability.
Minors and specific rules – see Articles 5.
24H CATEGORIES with specific rankings:
PRESTIGE 24H: 7 to 10 participants, from 16 years old (under conditions)
· Men (or mixed);
· Women;
· Masters (mixed);
· Companies (mixed).
DÉCOUVERTE 24H: 11 or 12 participants, mixed, from 14 years old (under conditions).
ENDURO 24H: 3 to 6 participants
· Men (or mixed);
· Women.
DUO 24H: teams of 2 participants (from 18 years old on race day)
· Men (or mixed);
· Women.
SOLO 24H: individual
· Men;
· Women.
QUADS 24H: 7 to 10 participants, from 16 years old (under conditions)
· Men (or mixed);
· Women.
LONGBOARD 24H
· Solo;
· Enduro 2 to 6 participants (mixed).

12H CATEGORIES: From 13 years old (13 during the year)
· ENDURO 12H: mixed teams of 3 to 5 skaters;
· JEUNES 12H: mixed teams of 3 to 5 skaters, all under 18 during the year.

6H CATEGORIES:
SOLO 6H: individual (from 18 years old on race day)
· Men;
· Women.
DUO 6H: teams of 2 participants (from 18 years old on race day)
· Men (or mixed);
· Women.
ENDURO 6H: 3 to 5 participants, from 13 years old (13 during the year)
· Men (or mixed);
· Women.
JEUNES 6H: mixed teams of 3 to 5 participants, all under 18 during the year.

Article 4. Category specificities
· The “DÉCOUVERTE 24H” category is open to people born in 2012 or earlier (14 years old during the year).
· The “PRESTIGE 24H” categories (men or mixed, women, companies, masters) are open to people born in 2010 or earlier (16 years old during the year).
· The “SOLO” and “DUO” categories are open to people who are legally adults at the start of the race on Saturday.
· The “ENDURO 24H” category is open to people who are legally adults at the start of the race on Saturday.
· “Men’s” categories may also include women; these teams are considered and ranked in the “men’s” category.
· “Women’s” categories must be composed exclusively of women.
· The PRESTIGE 24H “Company” category must include at least 6 people from the same company.
The team must take the company’s name.
A copy of an employment contract or a payslip from the current year must be provided if the team is called to the podium.
· The “MASTER” category is composed exclusively of members aged at least 40 during the year, i.e., born in 1986 or earlier.
· The “QUADS” category is composed exclusively of skaters using quad roller skates.



CHAPTER IV – REGISTRATIONS

Article 1. Registration procedures
All registrations are made EXCLUSIVELY online on the event website via the secure payment system.
No registration received by paper mail will be processed.
Operation of the registration module:
· Choice of team type or solo;
· Creation of the team with its captain, or solo registration, with payment in a single transaction;
· Immediate reception by email of a payment confirmation and a registration confirmation including a link to access the participant’s online space.
For teams: from this online space, participants are added one by one by clicking on “modify team XYZ*” then “add a registration”. Each teammate then receives an email confirmation with their personal link to access their individual space.
Supporting documents (medical, minors) may be added later via the individual online space.
Important: the team captain does not receive copies of emails sent to participants and therefore cannot upload documents on their behalf.
* the team name is displayed.
No on-site registration.
Registration closes on July 5, 2026 at 23:59.
The bib is individual, nominative, and non-transferable (no reassignment). It corresponds to the individual registration made online. Any person transferring their bib to a third party will be held responsible in the event of an accident.

Article 2. Fees
Registration fees are presented on the website www.24rollers.com in the menu Participer – Infos course and in the registration form.

Article 3. Bib collection
Only one person from the team may go to the race office to collect the bibs and timing chips. The physical presence of each teammate is not required; however, competitors must be reachable by telephone in case of dispute.
No documents are required to collect bibs (documents are dematerialized and uploaded to the team account). Documents must be uploaded no later than June 28 inclusive.
A bib is provided for each SOLO COACH; it gives privileged access to the relay zone, which is forbidden to team coaches.
This bib does not exempt the coach and assistants from purchasing a “paddock access” wristband. Paddock passes are on sale online and on site at reception.
The special Solo Coach zone is located at the beginning of the relay straight. The Coach bib must be worn visibly in this area. One assistant accompanying the Solo Coach is also authorized in this zone.

Article 4. Documents required to validate registration
Exclusively online — no documents accepted on site.
Medical proof — three possible options:
1. A FFRS 2025–2026 license with the mention “FFRS competition license” or a license from a foreign federation affiliated with World Skate mentioning “competition”.
Management licenses without “competition” mention and leisure licenses are not accepted.
2. Failing a competition license: a medical certificate stating no contraindication to roller sport in competition, dated less than 12 months before the event.
The date, doctor’s stamp, and the full document must be clearly visible and legible on the scan. A sample certificate is available in the registration module.
3. For minors: a health questionnaire attestation may suffice (checkbox in the registration form), but never for adults (see French Sports Code).
Only the attestation is required, not the full questionnaire. Samples are available in the registration module.
For minors on the day of the event: a parental authorization is required.
The captain may upload documents when registering each minor participant. Each minor may also upload their document later via their personal link received by email, no later than June 28.
Important: an FFH (handisport) license alone is not sufficient to participate.

Article 5. The team pack
The team representative will receive:
· 2 electronic timing chips;
· 1 bib for each team member;
· 1 relay baton (except for solo category);
· 1 “competition” wristband for each registered and present team member whose documents are validated
(e.g., 8 registered and present skaters = 8 wristbands).
This wristband grants access to the paddock and track areas.

Article 6. Minor’s bib
For minors in the team, an additional bib will be provided. It must be worn on the front at all times and allows race judges to identify them easily among other skaters.

Article 7. Insurance
Civil liability:
The organizer has taken out an insurance policy covering its civil liability, that of its employees and volunteers, as well as that of participants, referees and judges taking part in the event, within the scope of their activities, and all material needs identified for organizing the event.
Bodily injury / Personal accident:
Available to all participants at the time of registration until bib collection.
The organizer has taken out a basic insurance policy covering non-licensed participants for bodily injuries they may suffer during the event.
All participants are informed of the importance of taking out personal insurance covering bodily injuries that may arise from sports practice.
Material damage:
The organizer declines any responsibility for damage to participants’ personal property. Taking out insurance covering these risks is the responsibility of each individual. The organization also declines any responsibility in case of theft or loss of personal belongings during the event, including in changing rooms.
For further information (lump-sum regulations), contact AIAC at: assurance-ffrs@aiac.fr.

Article 8. Computer data file
In accordance with French Law n°78-17 of January 6, 1978, personal data collected in the registration form are necessary for the organization of the race. They may be stored or processed for the proper organization of events, the smooth running of the competition, or for promotional purposes (newsletter, information mailings).
Each participant agrees to appear in a computerized file. They may exercise their right of access and rectification for any information concerning them in this file.

Article 9. Image rights
By these regulations, the participant expressly authorizes and assigns to the event organizers and to the FFRS the rights to use, reproduce and exploit their visual and audio image, or any photograph in which they may appear during their participation in the competition, on all media and/or by any partner or media in communications related to the event or in promoting FFRS activities.

Article 10. Drone
Each competitor also declares that they accept being overflown and filmed by the official drone authorized by the organization for the promotional film of the event.
The use of personal drones within the entire circuit is formally prohibited by the circuit’s regulations.



CHAPTER V – PROGRAM

Friday 6:00 PM – 8:00 PM and Saturday 9:00 AM – 11:00 AM — BIB COLLECTION
At the “bib collection” area in the Roller Village, in the heart of the BUGATTI Circuit (follow the signage).

Saturday 11:00 AM — THE ROLLER PARADE
As a warm-up and circuit familiarization, all participants in the 24/12/6 Hours Rollers set off for the traditional Roller Parade.
This parade, mandatory for all participants in the 24/12/6 Hours Rollers, covers a distance of approximately 8 km and consists of 1 or 2 laps of the circuit.
It is also open to external persons (accompanying persons, non-competitors in the 24H, and the public).
No medical certificate is required to take part in the Roller Parade, which is free of charge and accessible by bicycle and scooter.
Minors must be accompanied by a responsible adult.
Wearing a fastened helmet is mandatory.

Saturday 2:00 PM — QUALIFICATIONS
At 2:00 PM, each team or solo presents one member wearing a timing chip at the ankle for a qualification session (best time over 300 m), which determines the position on the start line.
Any absence from this qualification session will result in starting at the back of the grid.

Saturday 4:00 PM — THE GRAND START OF THE 24H
The presence of all team members is not mandatory at the moment of the start.
The race starts precisely at 4:00 PM with a single team representative holding the baton.
The start follows the “24h motorcycle” tradition, with athletes on one side of the track and skates on the other.
“At the cannon shot”, competitors cross the track, put on their skates and set off for at least two laps.

Saturday 10:00 PM — FINISH OF THE 6H
Saturday 10:00 PM — Finish of the first 6 hours of the 12H (2 x 6h)

Sunday 10:00 AM — Start of the second 6 hours of the 12H (2 x 6h)

Sunday 3:45 PM — LAST RELAY
After 23h45 of racing (H-15 minutes), no further relay is allowed.
The team representative must complete the final 15 minutes alone.
During the last lap, it is forbidden to accompany the last relay skater of your team.

Sunday 4:00 PM — FINISH
The race ends on Sunday at 4:00 PM, after 24 hours of racing.
The checkered flag is waved at the finish arch.
The winning team (or solo) is the one that has covered the greatest distance after 24 hours.
This distance is calculated by totaling the laps completed on the 4.185 km circuit.
Timekeepers stop counting laps after 24 hours of racing, and the last lap started before the end of the race is counted even if it is completed after the 24 hours.

Sunday 4:20 PM — AWARDS CEREMONY
The top three teams of each category, and solos, are called to the podium.
No prize will be awarded in the absence of the team on the podium.

Sunday 4:00 PM – 4:30 PM — CHIP RETURN
Each team must return its two chips (or its single chip for solos) before 5:00 PM at the race office.



CHAPTER VI – SITE RULES

Article 1. Camping area
The Houx camping area inside the circuit is open to everyone (participants, accompanying persons, public). Animals are not accepted.

Article 2. Opening hours of the camping area
Friday from 2:00 PM to midnight sharp,
From Saturday 7:00 AM until Monday 10:00 AM.
Access to the circuit (track, boxes) is closed on Friday.
Only access to the Village is possible from 6:00 PM to 11:00 PM on Friday.

Article 3. Camping area fees
Access to the camping area (pitch + showers + toilets) costs €10 per person and €10 per vehicle (car, caravan, motorhome, motorcycle, bus) for the total of the 3 nights.
Single flat rate from Friday to Monday, payable on site at the entrance or in advance online on 24rollers.com.
A sticker to place on the windshield of each vehicle and a wristband per person will be issued.

Article 4. Vehicles in the camping area
Any vehicle entering the camping area must pay the entry fee, even if the vehicle only comes to drop off equipment.
Buses must not park in the middle of tents but in the parking area provided for this purpose inside the camping area.

Article 5. Living together in the camping area
Everyone is asked to respect the tranquility of other campers and to limit noise disturbances as much as possible, both day and night.
Marking out one’s pitch with barrier tape or similar is not allowed.

Article 6. Liability in the camping area
The organization provides an appropriate security service in the camping area and parking lots.
However, it declines any responsibility in the event of theft or damage to any equipment whatsoever.

Article 7. Electricity in the camping area
Please bring appropriate male adapters to access electricity.

Article 8. Barbecue in the camping area
Wood-fire barbecues with open flames are not allowed.
Electric or gas grills are permitted with all usual precautions, notably by collecting a fire extinguisher from the camping reception in exchange for an identity document. Without this, your responsibility will be systematically engaged.

Article 9. Toilets and showers
Two sanitary blocks with toilets and showers are freely accessible in the camping area.
Note that three large sanitary blocks are also accessible near the circuit with dozens of toilets and showers. They are blue and located near the entrance to the village (camping side), near the paddock entrance, and in the paddock area behind boxes 55 to 60.

Article 10. Tents outside the camping area
It is also forbidden to pitch a tent outside the camping area (even in the boxes), under penalty of team exclusion (+ impound).

Article 11. Lounges
Each team may reserve a lounge located just above the boxes.
See specific terms and conditions on the website.

Article 12. Boxes
Boxes are made available to teams. This is a waiting area before taking one’s relay.
It is not a place to sleep (several accommodation solutions are available).
Boxes are delivered empty and accommodate several teams.
For access hours, refer to the program.
Each team may install its own chairs and tables. Each team has approximately 8 m² (marked on the floor) to place its belongings — please respect your space.
In the boxes and throughout the paddock area, smoking is strictly prohibited under penalty of definitive and irrevocable exclusion of the entire team (3,000 liters of fuel under each box).
Captains present in each box are jointly responsible for any damage caused inside.

Article 13. Box access for accompanying persons
Each team may be accompanied by several accompanying persons (managers or others) who may access the boxes upon payment of €15 per person on Saturday and €5 on Sunday. Free for children under 12.
“Paddock passes” for accompanying persons are to be collected at the info point or reserved in advance online at 24rollers.com.
The paddock area is strongly discouraged for babies and young children. Animals are prohibited.

Article 14. Coaches and accompanying persons
Coaches and accompanying persons do not have access to the track or to the carpeted relay zone for obvious safety reasons.
They may follow the race behind the barriers (2 meters from the relay zone), have access to the boxes and grandstands, and enjoy the village and its entertainment.

Article 15. Allocation of team boxes
The name of your PRESTIGE, ENDURO, QUADS, JEUNES or DÉCOUVERTE team determines your box number.
The organization allocates boxes by classifying team names in alphabetical order.
Therefore, if you wish to be in the same box as another team, you should choose two similar team names (e.g., AM Sports 1 and AM Sports 2).
You may modify your team name at any time by logging into your account before May 30, 2026.

Article 16. Allocation of boxes for solos and duos
Solos and duos are grouped in the first boxes at the beginning of the finish straight, near their carpeted zone on the track.

Article 17. Respect for the environment
The Le Mans circuit is a unique place in the world that must remain clean.
Competitors therefore commit to respecting this mythical site, a major venue of sporting events.
Leaving one’s camping pitch and box clean is a customary practice highly appreciated by the organization and by the ACO, owner of the circuit.
Each team must imperatively leave its box and camping area clean.

Article 18. Followers and photographers
It is forbidden to follow a competitor on the track with a bicycle, scooter or any other vehicle.
Amateur photographers and cameramen without an official press card may take photos in the pit straight, from the grandstands, and in the village.

Article 19. Track access
Apart from competitors, only photographers holding an official press card or accredited by the organization are allowed on the track.

Article 20. Animals
Dogs and other animals are not accepted anywhere within the circuit grounds, including the camping area.



CHAPTER VII – MEDICAL

Article 1. General Services
A medical control post is installed in the center of the circuit and first-aid teams are positioned along the course.
The medical team may decide to remove a competitor from the race.
The doctors of the event may at any time check the state of health of a participant and prohibit them from continuing if necessary.

Article 2. Evacuation to Le Mans hospitals
The medical post of the 24H Rollers evacuates participants who are victims of serious accidents to hospitals in Le Mans.
For any intervention by an ambulance or medical vehicle on the track, accompaniment and protection by motorcyclists is mandatory.
The medical officer makes the request to the head of the motorcyclists and to the chief referee, who implement the security measures for the intervention as quickly as possible.

Article 3. Evacuation costs
To manage these evacuations, all participants are asked to bring at least one photocopy of their “carte vitale” (French social security card) and their mutual insurance card.
These documents must be collected by the captains of each team. They may be requested at any time by the organization.
If these documents are not provided, a sum of €120 (refundable afterwards) will be requested from the person for transport.
Important: in all cases, any evacuation must be regulated by the medical post of the organization. It is strongly discouraged for participants to present themselves directly to hospital emergency services without first consulting the organization’s doctors, in order to reduce waiting time in emergency departments.
For foreign participants who do not benefit from French social security, a sum of €120 will be required for any evacuation. This amount is refundable depending on your insurance system.
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
